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Reduce Your Utility Bills with the 
Arizona Weatherization Assistance Program 
(for eligible households) 

 

What kind of help is available? 
• Adding insulation (typically attic insulation) 
• Shading sun-exposed windows 
• Reducing air leaks 
• Testing, tuning and maintaining heating and cooling equipment 
• Reducing duct leakage (for central air systems)  
• Installing low-flow shower heads and other energy and water efficiency measures 
• Other improvements identified by the home energy auditor 

Does it cost anything? 
• There is no cost to qualified applicants. Payment for approved services is made directly to 

the contractor on your behalf.  

Who is eligible? 
• Homeowners, or renters (with landlord permission) who qualify based on your annual income 

as shown in the chart below. For example, a family of four must have an annual income of 
less than $62,400 to qualify.
